Home Learning

Reading

Children should be reading aloud to an adult on a daily basis for at least 10 minutes.
There are a range of reading materials available in your child’s book bags: a school library book
and several banded books. You will soon also have access to an e-library of books.

Please focus on fluency of reading as well as asking questions e.g. What do you think will
happen next? Why does the character feel that way? What happened at the beginning, middle,
end? Is this story similar to any other books you’ve read? Etc.

To supplement My Maths, try practising these fundamentals as frequently as possible with your
child to build up their number fluency and confidence:

e Number bonds to 10 and 20.

e Counting forwards and backwards to 100.

e Countingin 2s, 5s and 10s.

e Telling the time to o’clock, half past, quarter past and quarter to.

e Names of 2D and 3D shapes.

e Partitioning a number into tens and ones e.g. 37 has 3 tens and 7 ones (30+7=37)
e Measuring and weighing items in the home and encouraging children.

Please continue to use Numbots regularly. Further information will be provided about this later
in the term.

It is very important that children are practising their spelling of the Year 1 and Year 2 Common
Exception Words. Attached with this document is a copy of these words. Please try to focus on
a few at a time and introduce new words when appropriate.
