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IMPORTANT - If making an application to the SLRB please ensure the EHCP application states the SLRB, NOT Fairways Primary, otherwise the child will be 

admitted to the mainstream school and NOT have access to the SLRB. 

We also advise talking to your child’s Speech Therapist before making an application to see if they feel the SLRB is a suitable placement. 

Is Speech and Language your child's primary area of 

need? 

No 

We advise looking at local mainstream schools or other 

alternative provisions within the area (ARB's or Special Schools). 

An application for an Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP) 

can still be made to gain further support. 

Yes 

Talk to the SENCO at your child’s current setting about whether the 

child's needs meet the criteria for an EHCP. 

If this is the case, ask the SENCO to make an EHCP application and state 

within this that the preferred placement is the Speech and Language 

Resource Base (NOT Fairways Primary School). 

Make the application for an EHCP.  We advise doing this as soon as 

possible as the panel meeting for entry to the SLRB takes place in 

February/March each year.  In rare circumstances, children may be 

given a place if they apply after the panel has been held.  

A local authority panel will decide whether the child's needs are 

appropriate to the SLRB.  You will be notified by the Local 

Authority of the outcome.
