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In most words we just add an ‘s’ to make a plural. (shoe, shoes; cat, cats) 

But if a word ends in ‘ch’, ‘x’, ‘sh’, ‘s’ or ‘ss’, add ‘es’ rather than just ‘s’ to make a plural.
